FINDING THE DENSITY OF SOLID CUBES
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Measure the mass of the cube using the triple beam balance. Don’t forget to “zero” the balance before you start. Write the mass in grams on a sheet of paper.
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Measure the volume of the cube in cm3 by using a metric ruler. Find the height (h), length (l), and width (w) in centimeters and multiply h x l x w to find the volume in cm3.
3. [image: image4.wmf]Measure the volume of the cube in mL using the displacement method. Subtract the amount of water in the beaker/graduated cylinder from the amount after you put the cube in it. Remember that 1 mL = 1 cm3,  so your measurements in 2 and 3 should be the same. 
4. Compute the density of the cube using the formula:            Density = mass/volume  or
