Measuring Matter Foldable
Have students create a study fold by following the steps below:

Fold 2 sheets of paper in half (hamburger fold).  Put the two pages together to make a four page booklet.  



Page 1:  Write “MEASURING MATTER”

Back of page 1:  Students should write:
-Some properties of matter require measuring with a tool.  It is important that when measuring that you include the right units for the type of measurement being made.

Page 2:  cut page 2 into five sections (3.4 cm each) as shown. Title the sections “TYPES OF MEASUREMENTS”.
Label each section with a measurable property.
Back of page 2 sections:

Write a definition of each type of measurement on the back of each section. (examples: length- the distance between two points; volume- amount of space an object takes up; mass- amount of matter in an object; density- how much matter is packed into a given space; temperature- measure of the average speed of the particles of a substance) NOT SHOWN!
Page 3:  cut page 3 into five sections (3.4 cm each). 
      NOT SHOWN! Title the sections “TOOLS USED TO MEASURE MATTER”. Write the tools used to measure each of the five methods of measurement.

Back of page 3 section:

Paste picture of correct equipment for measuring. NOT SHOWN!

Page 4:  Divide page 4 into five parts that match the sections of page 3 by cutting or drawing lines with a pencil.  Title this page “UNITS”. In each section, write the units used for each measurement along with their symbol.
